CUSTOMERS SWAP HOME-GROWN FOOD FOR PINTS AT THE PIGS PUB, EDGEFIELD
An unusual barter system has been set up at The Pigs pub in north Norfolk after customers started bringing their home-grown produce into the bar. All sorts of fresh fruit, fish, meat and vegetables have been swapped for pints at the pub in Edgefield near Holt which now has a sign on the wall saying: "If you grow, breed, shoot or steal anything that may look at home on our menu, then bring it in and let's do a deal!" 
All sorts of produce has been bartered so far, with the amount of pints, meals or vouchers offered according to the size, quantity and quality of the items on offer. Cloe Wasey, manager at The Pigs, and Tim Abbott, head chef, look at each batch of produce individually but so far have offered a pint of beer for a kilo of pink fur potatoes, a pint for three whole mackerel, and a pint for a kilo of fresh fruit. They've also offered four pints for 30 crayfish, a pint for a brace of rabbits, pheasants or pigeons, and £10-worth of Pigs' vouchers for a boot full of chard.
 Most of the customers hoping to trade their produce have asked for beer in return but other things are being bartered at the pub, too: someone did the gardening in return for a bar tab and various handyman jobs are exchanged for Pigs' produce. In fact, the barter system has been so successful that Cloe and Tim are currently considering another idea - an allotment car boot sale, whereby customers would rent tables in the pub's car park or garden and sell the produce they've grown in their allotments or back gardens.
