KIDS’ COOKERY CLUB UNDERWAY AT THE PIGS PUB IN EDGEFIELD
(17th June 2009)
A Kids’ Cookery Club has been launched at The Pigs pub in Edgefield near Holt. Aimed at children between five and ten, the cookery classes take place every other Saturday morning from 10.30am to noon, with places costing £7.50 per child. The classes are taken by Mrs Sally Church who has been teaching cookery for nearly 30 years and who is the Head of Technology at Flegg High School. Sally has devised a programme of themed cookery classes with the next session, on Saturday 27th June, called ‘When the boat comes in’ featuring fisherman’s pie and fish cakes. Other classes include ‘Strawberry teas’ on Saturday 11th July when the children will learn how to make scones; ‘Italian Stallion’ on Saturday 25th July when they’ll be making home-made pasta with Bolognaise sauce; and ‘Tutty Fruity’ when they’ll be making fruit kebabs and fruit puff flans. As Sally said: “As The Pigs has always been popular with families, we thought that the children would be interested in learning about different types of food. The cookery classes are already working well; we’re aiming to have a maximum of 12 children each time and we’ve already had a lot of interest. Each class has a different theme so that the children learn about a range of ingredients and understand how different dishes are put together, and our aim is to get children interested in cooking and, above all, to have fun. Over the next few months, I’m planning classes on bread, pasties, soup, biscuits, meat, vegetables and so on, and if the children attend four consecutive sessions they’ll be given a special certificate. All the equipment and ingredients are provided and all the children have a chance to have a go. We give them the recipes and they can also take home what they’ve made during the session so that they can share the dishes with their friends and family. If the cookery classes take off, we’re also planning to introduce a cookery course for children during the school summer holidays.
